Lin was mostly educated in Taiwan in history and received her Ph.D. from Harvard University in 1989. Lin has
been a Senior Research Fellow at the Institute of Modern History, Academia Sinica since 1990 and Professor at
the Department of History, National Taiwan Normal University since 1991. She had been visiting professors at
Waseda University in 2001 and Kyoto University in 2003-2004. Her main area of research focuses on Treaty
ports and Modern China, Native Opium of Late Qing China, Currency Crisis and Early Nineteenth-century China,
Various Empires and Overseas Taiwanese merchants, 1860-1961. She has published 5 books and about 70
papers in Chinese, English, Japanese and Korean in these areas. Her book, China Upside Down links China's
change from the center of the East Asian order to its modern tragedy with the Latin American Independence
Movement. Her Taiwanese merchants’ work made her encounter Taiwan’ s sovereignty changes due to the
Shimonoseki treaty and the Taipei treaty. From 2008 to 2010, she served as the president of the Republic of
China’ s Academia Historica, because of this finding. After 2012, her further research leads her explore the
significance of these treaties also for the Senkaku/Diaoyutai and the South China Sea issues.
